The younger generation are very %?od at telling us to “take a chill pill....” and there’s nothing more

infurlatin%. But funnily enough, “taking a chill pill” is somethin§ we're extraordinarily bad at. We are
surrounded by twenty first centurg devices to save us time, such as emails, microwavés and disposable
nappies, yet somehow we don’t end up with hours of free time as a result. Quite the contrarX we work
aster; travel faster, eat faster and take on more and more work. We feel that we need to fill every
waking moment with an extra job. Yet sitting still for a moment in silence and solitude whilst the world
rushes around us is very important.

Today Jesus understands that his disciples are exhausted by the demands of the crowds and suggests
escaping by boat to find a quiet place to rest, recharge and Fresumably take stock. Unfortunately, the
crowds worked out where Jesus was off to and beat him to it.

It might appear that Jesus was just about as Ead at ‘taking a chill pill” as the
rest of us, but the story simpPy points to his leve1 of compassion and discernment.

you ever got to the end of a very busy day and wondered what ¥10u have actual y achieved? How much
worse to Rget to the end of one’s life and Tealise that we have achieved little of real importance. Take a

chill pill. Remember to retreat from the world from time to time. Remember to regularly ask yourself
those all-important life-enhancing questions.
