To Love and To Cherish

It's easy to make promises in the first flush of romance. "I'll love your forever" and "I've only eyes for you,"
trip off the tongue easily. When we're young the idea of marriage’is romantic and highly desirable. The vows
we make when we miarry don't seem too difficult. In sickness and in health? We don't imagine that our
spouse might become an alcoholic or succumb to a disability. For richer or poorer? We don't think that our
artner will lose his or her job or become swallowed up in"bad debt. For better or worse? We don't think
or a moment that our loved ones will fall out of love with us and look elsewhere. So what hap?pens when

things go wrong? Does God really expect us to stay in abusive or loveless marriages?

This week's gospel text is'one of the most hieatedly debated passages in scriptures. "What God has joined
together, no huiman being must separate." These aré tough words for those who cannot make their marriage
work. Yet the gospel is more about the hardness in man's’heart than an instruction on marriage and divorce.

At the time Jesus spoke these words divorce was permitted. It was a man's prerogative to 'dismiss' his wife
for little reason. The wife was very much a disposable possession. It was this attitude that Jesus abhors in his
answer to the Pharisees. In a world where marriage was taken lightly because divorce was managed easily,
Jesus condemned the hardness in men's hearts and called them to look at God's plan that from the
beginning of creation male and female should become one.

Of course we don't hold the same attitudes today, or do we? Sadly the answer is yes. We are surrounded b
quick fix relationships, couples that only stay togéther while the going is good; couples that promise nothing
and make no commitment; couples that are in it only for what thely can get.

Marriages fail for all sorts of reasons, not always anyone's fault - this is a reality. It is hard to imagine that
God would want us to stay in a marriage wheré we ‘were the subject of abuse or real misery, but what we
know for sure is that we shouldn't enteF into the sacrament of marriage with the attitude that it is simply a
contract with a let out clause if things go wrong. We enter marriage believing it to be a relationship in which
we can love and cherish:

Entrance Antiphon : ~ Within your will, O Lord, all things are established, and there is none that can resist your will. For
you have made all things, the heaven and the earth, and all that is held within the circle of
heaven; you are the Lord of all.
